Header third order

Same as for header 2. Citing someone in the text use:

1. One author: (Miller 1991)

2. Two authors: (Miller and Smith 1994)

3. Three or more authors: (Miller et al. 1995)

Two or more years after an author's name should be divided by a comma, while several authors with the relevant year of publication should be divided by a semicolon: (Miller 1991, 1993; Smith 1998). Do not use reference numbers in square brackets.

Header first order

If you are intending to insert figures and tables please put references inside the text clearly linking each figure (Fig.1) or table (Table 1) to your text. Links on figures or tables have to be inserted manually. Figure thereby is abbreviated as "Fig.", table is NOT abbreviated ("Table").
